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What’s New in the ER Server ‘3.12.11’ Version

This newest release of the Enterprise Reporter Server (ER3.12.11.20040831) requires patch 3.11.9 to be installed. This release contains the following changes since the previous patch:

Fixes and Enhancements

· New library categories – The following new library categories were added: Tobacco (TOBACCO), and Education_Cheating (EDUCHT). The following category was changed: long name for MALCOD is now "Spyware/Phishing/Malware".

· Backup screen – A fix was made to add columns, flags, protocols, and a new script that runs during the backup process. Another fix was made to remove the oldest details table if disk space is equal to or above the maximum limit set in the configuration file.

· Expiration screen – A fix was made to expire data appropriately from the summary tables.

· Routing Table screen – A fix was made to accept the IP address entry made in the GUI for the Routing Table. Another fix was made to add the route table when the Apply button is clicked. 

· User Name Identification screen – A fix was made to the memory so that it stores all IP addresses, usernames, and machine names in the list. Another fix was made to use the machine name if more than one name in the name list has the same IP address. A change was made to use the machinename instead of the username if a terminal server is used.

· Logs – A fix was made to discard duplicate files.  An email alert is now sent if three or more duplicate logs are being processed. A fix was made so that correct logs go into the correct files. An enhancement was made to alien log handling so that the original raw log is not processed.

· Details table – Fixes were made to display the proper value in the proto column of the details tables, and to display the proto column without characters being truncated.

· Internal data dictionary – Fixes were made to prevent MySQL crashes that caused the tables in the database to have a null value.
