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What’s New in the ER 3.0 Server ‘3.8.16’ Version

This newest release of the Enterprise Reporter Server (ER3.8.16.20031006) requires patches 1.04 (ER3.1.04.20030328) and 1.05 (ER3.1.05.20030410) to be installed, along with the server 3.06 upgrade patch (ER3.06.20030807). This release contains the following changes since the previous patch:

New Feature

· The ER3 now supports the log file format for 8e6’s R3000 Web-access logging device, in addition to 8e6’s R2000 Web-access logging device. The ER3 identifies the log format after parsing the first five lines of the imported log file.

Enhancements

· Multiple enhancements have been made to the User Name Identification screen and to the backend of the GUI for this screen:

· Identification timeout – This feature was removed since the username feature has been modified. This field was used for specifying the amount of time the server would spend reconciling the username with the IP address of the machine in use.

· Replace the default “IP Only” label with this label – This field was previously named “Replace IP with text label”, and the function of this field has changed. The text label that displays in reports for unassigned machines can now be replaced with the customized text entered in this field. This field is now independent of the IP.ID Username Lookup option, and is accessible whether or not IP.ID is activated (see “Enable, Disable IP.ID only” below). 

· Enable, Disable IP.ID only – The “Enable” and “Disable” radio buttons that displayed at the top of the screen have been moved to the IP.ID frame.

· IP.ID, Static IP assignment – If the options for “IP.ID” and “Static IP assignment” are implemented, IP.ID and Static IP names will now no longer overwrite usernames imported from log files.

· The functionality of the database expiration process has been modified and enhanced.
