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What’s New in the ER 3.0 Server ‘3.9.25’ Version

This newest release of the Enterprise Reporter Server (ER3.9.25.20040107) requires patches 1.04 (ER3.1.04.20030328) and 1.05 (ER3.1.05.20030410) to be installed, along with the server 3.06 upgrade patch (ER3.06.20030807), and patch 3.8.16 (ER3.3.8.16.20031006). This release contains the following changes since the previous patch:

Enhancements

· Database backup and expiration procedures have been refined so that they function with greater efficiency when processing data on the server, and also expiring data from the server.

· In addition to supporting log files from both R2000 and R3000 Web-access logging devices, the server now also supports the ISA log format.

Fixes

· A fix was made to the IP.ID option of the User Name Identification screen so that IP Group names now process correctly.

· A fix was made to the evaluation mode feature in order to accommodate NAS storage devices used in conjunction with ER3 units. Since two NIC cards​ are used when an ER3 unit is attached to a NAS unit, two MAC addresses displayed in the GUI, instead of one. Users did not know which MAC address to use when changing the evaluation mode to either extend the evaluation period or to activate the unit on the network. A fix was made to display only one MAC address (the one corresponding to the specified hostname) in the GUI.

· The list of patches in the Software Update screen is now sorted in order by date, with the most newly applied patch displaying at the top of the list. Previously, if more than one patch was applied on the same date, the patch with the lower number displayed first in the list, instead of last. In this scenario, the user could remove patches out of sequence.
